Writing

Place Value of Punctuation and Grammar

This term, your child will focus on the building blocks of a
sentence, refining their understanding of nouns, verbs and
clauses. This will support them to write sentences that are
grammatically correct and well punctuated.

Non-chronological Report - Spiders

Towards the end of this half term, your child will produce a
non-chronological report about spiders.

Maths

Albrecht Durer

Your child will study the work of Albrecht Durer whilst studying
shape, line and colour to evoke emotion related to an
endangered animal or plant
Your child will create an individual piece using a variety of
line styles whilst developing their understanding of proportion
and scale.

Once the final piece is created your child will evaluate this
through exploring what went well and what they would do
differently next time in order to improve their work.

Number and Place Value
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In the first half term of Year 4, your child will revisit Number and Place Value;
deepening their understanding of numbers up to and beyond 1000. Your
child will use various equipment and representations to support their
understanding of the value of each digit.

Throughout the term your child will order and compare numbers in various
ways. They will use the symbol for ‘more than’, ‘less than' or ‘equal to’ as (<
> =) to order and compare numbers. They will develop skills to be able to
place numbers in an ascending or descending sequence. Your child will
also round numbers to nearest 10,100 and 100.

Science

Design & Technology will be taught in Term 2.

Animals including Humans

During this half term, your child will carry out a range of
experiments to support their learning of Animals including
Humans. Your child will describe the simple functions of basic
parts of the digestive system, as well as identify different types
of teeth in humans and their simple functions. Your child will
also construct and interpret a variety of food chains,
identifying producers, predators and prey.

Recorders

Whilst working with Mr Gillson, your child will develop musical
skills, understanding and knowledge through continuing to
play the recorder. They should begin to feel more confident
when playing all of the notes on a recorder and they will be
able to play as part of an ensemble confidently and with
expression.
